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CHAIRMAN’S REPORT 

 
The 2008-2009 season will be remembered by our Premier players as the second year in a row 
that we were beaten in the final of the One Day competition chasing a small target. The 
concerted effort put in by the senior players preseason paid off very well throughout the 50 over 
competition but in the longer form our batting let us down.

Brian Sorenson was a stalwart of the Hobson Park days. Originally a member of Suburbs, he 
performed outstandingly against our 2nds one day at Victoria Park impressing Peter Badley and 
especially the Parnell skipper, Vic McLean. An invitation to “come East” was accepted  and 
Parnell gained probably the best wicket keeper the Club has ever had. Brian joined the Club just 
as the District scheme began and it was for Eastern Districts that he made his name and then 
succeeded Eric Petrie as the Auckland ’keeper.  
 
Brian had a club foot but it didn’t affect his keeping aility and he was truly amazing behind the 
stumps. With Geoff Rabone (off breaks) and Frank Hemmingson (orthodox left arm) aiding and 
abetting, he made the very most of every stumping opportunity and, remember, those were days 
when batsmen sold their wickets dearly. Len Hutton, Trevor Bailey and  “Slasher” MacKay were 
setting the scene – occupation of the crease was all and there was nothing cavalier about 
batting in those days!  For Brian, in his career with Parnell, to snare 40 stumpings in addition to 
his 67 catches speaks volumes for his soft hands and immense skill. 
 
Later in his playing days, necessity saw Brian opening the batting for Parnell.  A left hand bat, he 
always displayed a professional no-nonsence approach and played some invaluable innings for 
the Club. 
 
In 1955/56 he won the Payne Trophy – awarded by the Club for Best Fielder and, the same 
season from the ACA, the Riddolls Cup for Most Improved Player. 
 
Early on, Brian served on the Club’s Management Committee and, in much more recent times, 
he regularly helped Peter Badley check cards and organise the Golf Day when they were held at 
Huapai and then Redwood Park. A good, keen golfer, Brian had twice won the Ray Woolley Cup 
for Best Gross – in 1973 and 1977, both times at the Huapai course. 
 
A great Club man, an Honorary Vice President for many years, Brian will be sorely missed and 
our very sincere condolences go to his widow, Margaret, and their family.

Professional coaching  
All teams from Grade 2 upwards received professional coaching delivered by a number of 
coaches, mainly from players in the Senior section of our Club, again under the direction of 
Sarah Fyfe, our Club Administrator, whom we thank for another well run programme.   
Professional coaching of the highest calibre was provided by Ian Trott, Dave Richardson and 
Shoruban Pasupati.  We are grateful for the skills these coaches bring and the knowledge that 
they pass on to our Junior players. 
Dave Richardson also provided coaching clinics for the volunteer parent coaches, and these 
have been much appreciated and valued by the parents who participated. 
Our thanks to Casey Adams for organising and running the Grade 1 MILO programme on 
Saturday mornings, and providing coaching skills to the development of new players. 

Saturday cricket 

2008/09 saw the introduction of the MILO Have-a-Go coaching modules for Grades 2 and 3 
which gave parent coaches format and support for coaching skills sessions up until Christmas. 
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At Grade 5 format changes and rules were implemented at Christmas to prepare the players 
better for the changes in competition rules they will be playing under in Grade 6. 

In Grade 6 when players enter Auckland Cricket’s Cricket Express Junior League competition, 
teams are selected on ability and Parnell entered teams in three different grades.  The 
competition rules in each grade were tailored to the ability of the teams.  This ensured maximum 
potential for players to enjoy their cricket, and generally is considered to have been a successful 
initiative. 

Auckland Cricket Winter Academy 

We recognise the terrific success of a number of Parnell players, who were selected for the 2007 
Auckland Cricket Winter Academies.  The Academy players are selected from throughout the 
Auckland region for intensive winter training.  This reflects well on the ability and commitment of 
the individuals to learn and develop the skills of the game, and seek excellence in their 
endeavours.
