Craig Speakman , our historian & archivist, advises that Doug Winger’s great knock on Sunday was the 7" Premier 99
recorded for Parnell over the ages — these instances are:

1911/12 FH Ellis 99
1922/23 VIR Badeley 99
1954/55 PC (Peter) Elliott 99*
1956/57 Merv Wallace 99*
1996/97 AJ (Aidan) Hill 99
2009/10 DR (Doug) Winger 929

Like Doug on Sunday, Aidan Hill was out LBW. And there could be more stories to tell as to who allowed, or why, Peter
Elliott & Merv were left stranded on 99 not out.

And, it was Merv Wallace, back in 1946/47, who scored 199 for Parnell.
Craig sent me this information on Sunday evening, almost straight after the game. The Club’s archives are a treasure

trove of information & our very grateful thanks go to Craig & the archivists who went before him, for keeping these
priceless records!

Alastair Dunbar just 12 minutes later.

Lord’s — this occasion was the 1972 2™ Ashes Test, England vs. Australia, “Massie’s Match”. Photo shows
Massie bowling to John Edrich &, on Test debut, he took sixteen wickets for 137 runs in the match ((8/84 & 8/53). His
feat overshadowed Greg Chappell’'s magnificent 131 & Australia won the Test by 8 wickets. Bob Massie gave an
extraordinary display of swing bowling sadly he never again performed in such a way & faded from top cricket.

Also making his Test debut was Ross Edwards who spent three seasons with Parnell in the early ‘60s before
returning with his parents to Perth WA. Photo shows him fielding at short leg &, whilst he only scored 28 at Lord’s, he hit
170* in the next Test at Trent Bridge. A brilliant fielder, Ross played 20 Tests scoring 1171 runs at 40.37. Joining Kerry
Packer’s circus, he went on the be a senior executive for Packer. Ross was guest speaker at Parnell’'s “Centenary”
celebrations in 1984 & played in the game held at Orakei Domain.

Back to Lord’s —

if you thinks Shore Road drops away, just look at the slope below — resize the photos to get a good look (Jamie

Smith, fancy coping with those drainage problems!)

this was Thomas Lord’s 3" ground — this present ground was established in 1814; the original turf of the 1%

ground was transplanted at each move. [With that precedent, could Shore Road be renamed “Hobson Park”? It

is situated in Hobson Bay — Ed.].

The Pavilion was built in 1889/9. Only batsman has ever hit a ball over the Pavilion — AE (Albert) Trott in July
1899 of MA Noble for Middlesex vs. The Australians
