But then at 90/9 it was back to smiles again, though a little more guarded. Mutterings could be heard that Parnell only
need 32 runs, but of course last man in is James Walsh and everyone knows he batted lower than Chris Martin when
they were both in the Parnell team, so in a couple of balls the trophy would be at Suburbs.

As the score crept upward, and James and Doug were still there, the ACA Handbook was hunted down - what happens
in the event of a tie? Oh no - the match would be replayed. No-one wants to go through all this again!

104/9 - time to bring back Jimmy Neesham. The mood brightens again. Happy faces. Then gasps of horror as
the ball slips from his hand and he sends down a beamer - the 2nd in the match so he is off. Can't bowl again. Victor
Davies finishes the over.

A quick dash out onto the balcony to clap the guys off the field, hurriedly
packed up all my gear, then downstairs to the ecstatic Parnell camp.

Doug and Walshie still had grins on their faces a couple of hours later.

As did the rest of the team, of course. Every single person out there had played their part in winning. If each person
hadn't got the runs they did get, or if each bowler had conceded just a couple more runs, we wouldn't have won. Well
done to all of them, and to lan Trott as well, of course!
