Mayura Sathiyaselvan reports: 
ñThe Parnell 4A side overcame their toughest test of the season to date with a 6 wicket victory over a spirited Takapuna side at 
Sunnynook Park. Takapuna batted first and had Parnell under the pump early, racing to 0/50 after 7 overs. Hayden Wadams broke 
through with some vicious short bowling, and Jordan Wooders followed with a beautiful spell of pace bowling. Andrew Wallis once 
again chipped in with the ball, picking up a wicket in his first over and breaking a crucial partnership. However, the Takapuna 
middle order, led by Mike Ewart (86*) put pay to the Parnell attack during the later stages of the innings, and Takapuna ended with 
a more than respectable total of 227/8 from their 40.   
  Enter Johnny Buell. With the Soldiers undefeated start to the season very much on the line, Buell played a stunning 
innings under pressure, as the top order fell around him. After 25 overs gone, Parnell found themselves at 4 for 141, but Buell 
found an able companion at the crease in Chen Jiang (17*), whose technically correct forward defensive shots are gaining a cult 
following among the Parnell faithful. Once Buell reached his century, he really picked up the pace and guided the Soldiers to victory 
with 13 balls to spare. Buell ended up unbeaten on a chance-less 143, and has now amassed a total of 487 runs in 5 games at an 
average of 162.33. The unbeaten Soldiers face Eden Roskill this week in a top of the table clash.  
 
After the game, I sat down with Johnny Buell to discuss his performances to date: 
 
M S :  Johnny, I've seen you play many great innings for Parnell, but none better than this one given the circumstances. How 
does this hundred stack up amongst your others? 
 
J B : This would have to be one of my best centuries for Parnell, under the circumstances of the game and the 
pressure of an increasing run rate required it was pleasing to guide the team to the total with risk free cricket. After the 
early loss of some key senior batsman in the team I took it on myself to see the team through and be there at the end. A 
second innings century in a run chase is always special. 
 
M S :  Three hundred in five games so far! What do you put your spectacular form down to? 



 

 
J B : A change in my mental game has allowed me to approach my batting and structure an innings a lot better. I am 
sticking to the areas I know I play well and make the bowlers bowl to me. In past seasons I have been guilty of getting to 
50 and getting out but this year I have realised that my job is not over and that I need to continue to a big score. With a lot 
of new players in the team I know I have a lot more responsibility to score runs and have enjoyed this responsibility. 
 
M S : Many people will be unaware that you suffered a serious leg injury earlier this year. How has this affected your batting & 
approach? 
 
J B : With my ankle injury in mid-February I have been forced to do a lot of fitness and strength training to assist in my 
recovery, this has led to me being a lot fitter this year. When batting a long innings like over the weekend, my fitness has 
allowed me to focus and concentrate for long periods of time. 
 
M S : Given your prolific form the last few years, people have been wondering whether you have future ambitions of higher 
honours (Premier cricket?). Your thoughts? 
 
J B : I have future ambitions to test myself at a higher level, if I can get my shoulder injury ready for season 2012/2013 i 
will aim to work my way up the 2-day grades. Given my run of serious injuries this year I have had to sit back and wait for 
my opportunity to come.ò
