Continuing at 24/0, it wasn’t long before Waitakere lost their first wicket. Playing his first game for the reserves, Mills was
instrumental in reducing Waitakere to 6/121 at the lunch break. Showing the value of tight lines and consistent lengths, Mills
managed to pick up three of the top four in quick fashion and put Parnell in a strong position for the second session. Credit must
also go to Matt “Bowling Machine” Willacy, who picked up 2-36 from 18 steady overs.

Wickets fell consistently in the period after lunch and enforcement of the follow-on seemed a distinct possibility. W.
Shearman was the principal cause as he bowled with good pace and bounce to pick up 2-18 from his 12 overs. However, some
stubborn resistance from a sole Waitakere batsman helped his team to avoid the follow-on. Mills then returned to the attacked and
was quickly rewarded with 2 wickets to finish with a five-wicket bag for 56 runs off 20 overs. Shearman finished off Waitakere by
picking up his second wicket with the score at 249 — 80 runs short.

With first innings completed the game quickly lost its focus. Some ill-disciplined batting from Parnell saw them reduced to
66/9 declared. Waitakere were then sent in again requiring 140 from 13 overs — a very difficult task. Mills added two more wickets
to his figures as he finished the game with an outstanding 7 wicket haul.

3. Team & the Grade Parnell Red — Winners of the Eastern Districts’ Grade in 1956/7 & 1957/8

This Grade “soaked up” anyone wanting to play but was not in a regular team. Eastern Districts, in those days, consisted
of Parnell, Orakei, Tamaki, St Heliers, Ellerslie & Panmure & teams from all these clubs participated. Some excellent
cricket was played — the Reds were a “gun” side — Peter Badley, Alan Lonergan & Wally Tanner had been regular
Senior/Premier players & Ken Dickey was a prolific lower grade scorer. Schoolboys regularly filled in when they had no
other game and were always made welcome & encouraged to the hilt. The youngsters learned heaps & Peter, Ray & Wally
were particularly good mentors.

Sadly, Les Grace died just recently. Your Ed. hadn’t seen him since about 1960 but | remember him as a schoolboy when
he was about the quickest bowler around.

Alan Graham came up with most of the answers - he (& I) were contemporaries of these schoolboys.
